Richard Parker Memorial Cup and Treasurers Cup awards and Team and Novice Awards 
 
All of these prizes are awarded based on ADJUSTED scores for WAND, CLOUT and WARWICK rounds.  
Archers must have shot ALL 3 rounds to be eligible. 
 
TARGET Adjusted scores are produced by using Archery GB Classification boundaries and scaling for each bow type 
to give a ‘recurve’ score for non-recurve bow types. Archers shooting above or below their age group are adjusted 
using the handicap for the round shot and converting into the equivalent expected score for the same handicap on their 
‘expected’ round. 
 
WAND adjusted scores are ‘scaled’ to recurve equivalent using average bowtype scores from Harlequin Bowmen from 
the last 10 years. 
 
CLOUT adjusted scores are ‘scaled’ to recurve equivalents using classification boundaries for bowtypes and genders. 
 
The Treasurer’s cup is awarded to our JUNIORS. The Richard Parker memorial cup to our SENIORS. Totals for eligible 
archers and prizes awarded are listed below. Novice prizes awarded to archers who are less than 12 months into 
archery 
 
The Generations cup is awarded to a Senior/Junior combination, who may be related.
